Rachel’s Challenge was brought to the high school and elementary school on November 1. Rachel 
Scott was the first victim of the Columbine High School shooting in 1999. She was 17. Before her 
death, she focused on ways that she could positively impact the world through kindness and com-
passion. In doing so, she set principles for herself such as looking for the best in others and reach-
ing out to lonely or isolated students at school. Liberty Bell students signed a banner promising to 
carry on the kindness and compassion at our school. 

 
Upon her death, her family made it their life’s work to create “a chain reaction” of acts of kindness at 
schools across the nation. On November 1, our district became linked to the chain. Students lis-
tened intently as they learned of Rachel’s actions to stand up for the underdog and befriend new 
students. They later reflected in classes about how they could do small things in their own lives to 
create an environment of compassion and connectedness at school. They brainstormed specific 
ideas to keep the kindness momentum going – and to spread it to the community. Liberty Bell  

students signed a banner promising to carry on the acts of kindness at our school. 

 

Linda Wilson and her Foods classes prepared a delicious dinner for 217 community members be-

fore the evening presentation. A big thank you to Ms. Wilson and her students, as well as other sup-

porters of the dinner: Aaron & Becky Studen, Doug Mohre, Food Services of America and Pepsi. It 

was a great night of community togetherness focused on the core values that make Methow Valley 

such a special place to live.

For any other applications that require a transcript, fill out the  request form in the counseling office and give 

it to Ms. Fisher with 48 hour notice.  If your application deadlines are in January, try to complete your part of the application process before winter 

break. 

Colleges do look at your senior year grades, so keep up your good work. If youôre late in giving Ms. Cardoza a copy of your Honors Diploma form, 

you may still get it to her. Research the scholarship opportunities listed on the next page and apply to those pertaining to you. You can go to the 

FAFSA4caster to get an idea of federal student aid that may be available to you. Mr. Allgood will lead a financial aid workshop on November 21st 

at 10:00 am.  Am evening financial aid workshop will be held in December. We will notify you of the date soon.  If you or your parents have any 

questions, you can schedule a meeting with either Ms. Cardoza or Mr. Allgood.  Mr. Allgood is here on Monday and Tuesday from 10:00-3:00.
